Declaration 

Young Scientists and Science in the Region

18th October 2013, Podgorica, Montenegro 

On the 18th of October 2013 in Podgorica, Montenegro, the participants of the I Regional Conference
 “Young Scientists and Science in the Region” adopted this Declaration. 

Following this act, the Conference calls upon all national science academies of South-East Europe to endorse the Declaration and disseminate to science policy leaders, scientific organizations, civil society organizations and educational institutions in their countries.

We, the participants of the Conference agreed:

1. There is the need for permanent communication and cooperation of young scientists from the South-East Europe that would enable this region to become more competitive in science;

2. There is a need for young scientists to be affiliated to the adequate institutional infrastructure and to be properly rewarded for their work;

3. The brain circulation from the area of South-East Europe should be more two-way oriented;

4. The following Conference should be organized in the next years.
